Program:  Cattleya Breeding by the 

Shore  - Tony Silva 

Silva Orchids was founded 

by  Augusto Silva in 1957. Gus 

came to this country as a young 

man in 1926 from Portugal and 

brought with him the knowledge 

gleaned from working on his 

familyôs farm. His managerial 

experience in this country includ-

ed the running of the Jewell estate in New Ro-

chelle N.Y. also known as Orchidwood, before he 

was tapped to run Shore Orchid Growers in Nep-

tune N.J. in 1939. Sons Joseph and Anthony have 

run the nursery since Gus's death in 1977. 

The Silva's  business  is kept viable by distin-

guishing itself from other growers. This means 

continually producing new crosses rather than 

reselling plants purchased from other growers. 

New crosses are produced by hybridizing, which 

is Tony's specialty.  Seeding and then cloning 

some of the seedlings gives Silvaôs a fresh, 

unique inventory, but it also gives the business 

clean plants.  Tony will explain the processes and 

techniques he uses to create hybrids. 

The Silva's have received over 75 AOS awards 

and they were the winner of the 2006 Ernest 

Hetherington Award for the best plant grown in 

the country for that same year and the Robert 

Dugger Award for the best Odontoglossum 

grown in 2005.  Join us for a most interesting and 

informative look at Catlleya breeding.
