Orchid Tip of the Month 

DEALING WITH BLACK ROT 
To stop the spread of black rot in your orchid: 

1.WIth a sterile knife cut out the diseased portion of the 
plant, taking out a small amount of healthy tissue border-
ing the infected area as a safety precaution.  

2. Look for  a brownish discoloration (especially in pseu-
dobulbs) extending into the interior of tissue that appears 
healthy on the surface. For cattleya and sympodial (many
-stemmed) plants, it may be necessary to cut below the 
leaves into the pseudobulb. If the plant is badly infected, 
cut into the rhizome, growth by growth, until you reach 
healthy tissue. For a monopodial orchid such as a vanda 
or phalaenopsis, remove the infected portion of the leaf, 
or the entire leaf if necessary, halting the spread of the 
fungus before it reaches the crown. Allow the plant to 
receives good air circulation allowing the cut to dry. 

3. Apply  a fungicide  to protect the remaining healthy 
tissue. Ground cinnamon may be applied straight from 
the spice jar directly to the exposed area. First Rays Or-
chids also recommends mixing cinnamon with either ca-
sein-based glue (such as Elmer's) or cooking oil to form a 
thick waterproof paste.  

 
4. StopRot is another poultice that was developed specifi-
cally for use on orchids. It contains a Bordeaux mixture 
of copper sulfate and lime in lanolin.  

 
5. Cover all of the exposed (cut) area with the fungicide 
or sealant. 
 
6. Drenching the affected plant with fungicide is also an 
option. Drenches of a protectant fungicide such as Tru-
ban or Terrazole are recommended if the disease is diag-
nosed early. For more advanced cases, a systemic fungi-
cide such as Aliette or Subdue is more effective. Captan, 
Dithane M-45 and Physan 20 have also been recommend-
ed by some growers for control of black rot.
